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TROOP/ALL


-  During all operations, High Intensity through Low Intensity, the possibility of striking a mine with either a wheeled or tracked vehicle is a very real event.  The troop, at all levels, must be prepared for this eventuality.

1.  Preparation


-  Wheeled vehicles will sandbag the floorboards and beds of vehicles to protect from blast


-  Tow Cables will be mounted forward to expedite the recovery of a vehicle that encounters a minestrike


-  PLL (if able) will command directed increase lines oriented on suspension, roadwheels, idler arms, hub seals to expedite return to battle of minestriked vehicles

2.  Execution - There are two general areas that a unit will encounter a minestrike; as part of a combat operation across constricted, enemy covered terrain; and as part of a convoy, or convoy security mission, possibly in conjunction with an ambush.


a.  Combat operation.  



- Vehicle in contact will conduct immediate action to assess the situation.  Enemy present?  Crew Status?  Extent of Minefield?



-  Will report status, and if needed, initiate immediate suppression/smoke and direct fire to suppress any enemy force covering obstacled/mined area.  (This can be controlled at any level to allow crew survival)



-  Crew will not dismount vehicle, unless equipped with Mine Detector Kit, or under direct fire contact



-  Vehicle commander will call organic unit to follow along same track to rear of vehicle



-  Using tow cables, vehicle will be towed out of danger area to covered and concealed location (if possible to MCP).


b.  Convoy operations  (Assuming worst case scenario:  Constricted terrain, little or no ability to reverse movement, and in contact with an Ambush force)



-  Lead vehicle in contact hits mine




- CLEAR HEADED - RAPID THINKING AND DECISION MAKING ARE PARAMOUNT TO SURVIVAL!!



-  Vehicles in column return fire to suppress enemy force  




(if no enemy force, conduct deliberate recovery of vehicle by organic assets and allow troop to continue mission)



-  Second vehicle moves forward to disabled vehicle and executes:




1.  Push vehicle through minestrike area to allow convoy to pass




2.  Recover crew and bypass (destroy vehicle) if enemy suppressed and destroyed




3.  Recover vehicle, if enemy supressed and destroyed



-  Second combat element will conduct hasty attack to destroy ambush element  



-  If soft skinned vehicles are in column, combat platoons will move to protect with armor
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
