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1.  Purpose:  This resupply procedure is utilized while the troop is in contact with the enemy and only involves fuel and ammunition.

2.  Procedures:  The following is the steps that will be taken in the event that a vehicle realizes it may require emergency resupply:


1.  Attempt to cross-level ammunition between section vehicles.  


2.  Platoon sergeant attempts to cross-level within the platoon.


3.  Platoon sergeant communicates his CL III and CL V requirements to the TOC, emphasizing the emergency situation. 


4.  If possible the M88 will be used to refuel a single vehicle.


5.  TOC relays to Garryowen 4 CL III and CL V requests.  Support Platoon is notified and dispatches the appropriate mix of fuel and ammunition.


6.  TOC coordinates a link up point.  First sergeant moves to checkpoint to link-up with Support Platoon vehicles.  


7.  XO designates a checkpoint as a link-up point for that vehicle to be resupplied and notifies the platoon sergeant on the troop command net.


8.  Platoon sergeant instructs his vehicles to move to the link-up point.


9.  Vehicle conducts resupply operations and returns to the fight.


10.  First sergeant escorts support vehicles to original link-up point.
