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1.  Purpose:  To provide a standard for which troop vehicles are recovered from the battlefield during combat operations.

2.  Procedures:  


a.  Reporting: 



1.  Crews that still have the ability to communicate will contact their platoon leadership and give an assessment of their situation.  The vehicle commander needs to determine the support he requires, whether he can self recover, needs assistance from another vehicle or requires troop support.  



2.  If the mired/damaged vehicle can not communicate this information than his wingman must make the report. 



3.  Platoon leader or platoon sergeant should report the situation to the TOC immediately over the Troop command net.  


b.  Actions on the site



1.  The wingman vehicle must be careful to take a covered and concealed position, especially if the recoverable vehicle was hit by direct fire.  The wingman now provides security and overwatch for the mired/damaged vehicle.  If necessary the wingman should attempt to use smoke to conceal the recoverable vehicle and assist in recovery.



2.  The executive officer will designate a checkpoint where a platoon vehicle will meet the required maintenance assets to guide them to the recoverable vehicle.  



3.  The maintenance personnel will make an assessment as to whether or not the vehicle can be repaired in place.  Time standard is two hours in a defensive situation and 30 minutes in an offensive situation for on site repair.


c.  Transportation



1.  If required maintenance will use the M88 to transport the vehicle to the combat trains.  



2.  If repairs can not be made within four hours coordination will be made for evacuation to the UMCP.  The XO or maintenance team chief will make coordination on A&L for the handoff of the equipment at a checkpoint on the MSR.
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
