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1.  Purpose:  To create a standard by which the casualty’s within the troop will be evacuated so that we can maintain a high state of combat effectiveness.  Crew members must understand the procedures and follow them as seconds means the life or death of a soldier.

2.  Procedures:


a. Reporting




1.  Crews still having communications capability should immediately contact the platoon sergeant on platoon internal with their situation and location.  The platoon sergeant in turn will contact the first sergeant on troop command and send the appropriate reports.  




a.  Contaminated casualties are a FLASH priority and must be reported immediately.




b.  Dirty casualties will be evacuated separate from clean.



2.  If contact can not be made mark your vehicle appropriately.



3.  If the platoon loses contact with a vehicle attempt to get a visual at the last known location and send that location to the TOC.  Do not drive up beside any vehicle that has been hit bt direct fire.  Use cover and concealment to assist the crew in any way possible.  Contact the TOC or first sergeant directly with the location, type of damage and any evacuation markings.


b.  Actions on site



1.  Occupy a safe area if possible.  If you have to abandon vehicle ensure that you stay within 200m and take first aid kits, weapons, and marking equipment.



2.  Once in the safe area begin buddy aid immediately with the combat lifesaver being the primary administrator.  Prepare soldiers for movement one first aid is complete.  Continue with lifesaving techniques and maintain security while preparing documentation.



3.  Each soldier must have three DA 1156’s and DA 1155’s inside their protective mask.  Ensure that the soldier information is already filled out. 


c.  Transportation



1.  Un-Secure Site:




a.  An un-secure site will be within a radius of 200 meters from your vehicle when cover is not available.




b.  Ensure the area and vehicle is properly marked and be on the watch for the evacuation team.




c.  Have all equipment, personnel and documentation ready to go upon the arrival of the evacuation team.  




d.  All available soldiers will assist in the upload of the casualty.


2.  Casualty Collection Point(CCP) : CCP’s will be designated for all platoon battle positions and screen lines.  Once established the platoon leader needs to ensure that crews are aware of the location of the CCP.  Medics will rehearse the route if possible prior to mission.  Platoon sergeant will link up with the medics at the CCP with casualties.  




a.  Once a vehicle has a casualty the crew reports to platoon sergeant who reports it to the first sergeant. 




b.  The crew immediately moves to a secure location if possible and conducts first aid.




c.  Move to CCP upon completion of first aid and await medics.  DO NOT MOVE LITTER URGENT CASUALTIES WITHOUT AN IMPROVISED LITTER OF SOME SORT. 




d.  Upon arrival of the medics transfer all equipment and documentation and assist in the upload of the casualty.



3.  Ensure that KIA’s are not transported on the same vehicle as WIA’s.


d.  Post evacuation:



1.  Platoon sergeants must follow up to ensure that evacuation took place. 



2.  Platoon sergeants need to send the appropriate RED reports to the TOC over command at a battle lull or pause followed up with a hard copy at LOGPAC.

3.  Marking Procedures:


a. All vehicles will display a VS-17 panel on the antenna in addition to the following signals identifying the type of casualty on board:

Casualty Type
Daylight
Limited Visibility

Urgent
Red Flag
Red Chem light

Priority
Green Flag
Green Chem light

Routine
Red & Green Flag
Blue Chem light

Contaminated
Yellow Flag
Yellow Chem light


b.  Casualty Classification



1.  Urgent:  EVAC immediately



2.  Priority:  EVAC within 2 hours



3.  Routine:  EVAC ASAP



4.  RTD:  No evac is required if first aid is administered.
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
