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1. The purpose of this card is to clarify the duties and responsibilities of those members of the troop who participate in the Quartering Party.

2.  The Troop will conduct a Quartering Party in order to reconnoiter and prepare a position for the remainder of the troop to occupy.  Key tasks for the quartering party will be:


a. Reconnoiter the area


b. Organize the area


c. Mark vehicle locations


d. Perform guide duties


e. Improve and mark entrances, exits, and internal routes

3. Composition and Responsibility


a. Troop Executive Officer: Leader of the quartering party, he is overall responsible for the execution of the mission, selection of the site and establishing the AA.  Times the road march route and ensures that it is trafficable in conjunction with the senior scouts.  


b. NBC NCO: Responsible to ensure that the appropriate chemical defensive techniques are utilized and that the AA is free of contamination.  Rides in the XO’s Bradley.



c.  Mortar section gunner:  Responsible to PLGR in potential locations for the mortar tracks after the area has been cleared.  Will locate and establish two firing points for the mortar tracks and ensure that they are set on the priority target designated by the commander or XO.  Rides in the XO’s Bradley.  


d. Senior Scouts: Each scout platoon will send their senior scout with the quartering party.  Their dismounts are responsible for marking of vehicle positions within their platoon.



1) Red Two: Leads the quartering party team on the road march.  Responsible for marking and locating bypasses on the route to the AA.  Provides far side security in conjunction with A32.



2) Blue Two: Provides far side security in conjunction with A12.


3) A12 and A32 dismounts (2 each): Dismounts responsible for clearing the AA by conducting a detailed area recon of the site, ensuring that there are no obstacles or booby traps in the AA and marking any that are found.  Dismounts will clear the area with a mine detector as well.  Once the area is clear the dismounts will mark potential vehicle locations with the appropriate flags or chemlights for their respective platoon.  Upon completion of this task one of the dismounts will return to the entry point, link up with A43 and be prepared to guide their respective platoons into position.


e. Green Three: Responsible for providing security during the road march.  It is the NBC vehicle and will execute the NBC Recon with the NBC NCO once far and near side security are set.   Upon completion of the recon A43 will return to the RP and provide near side security.  Guides  will gather at A43 to guide their platoons into position.


f. 2 Loaders from each tank platoon: These are the most vital players during the occupation phase when the troop arrives.  They are responsible for selection and marking of potential vehicle locations, and for guiding the vehicles into location.  The second platoon loaders will 2nd platoon locations with yellow flags or chemlights.  The loaders from fourth platoon will mark 4th platoon positions with green flags or chemlights. The loaders from second platoon ride in A12, the loaders from fourth platoon ride in A32.  After marking tentative locations they will move to the entrance of the AA to wait with A43 for the remainder of the troop.  When the troop arrives the loaders will guide their respective platoons into position.

4. Equipment 


a. Required on every vehicle:



1) Flags: red (1st plt), yellow(2nd plt), blue(3rd plt), green(4th plt) 


2) Chemlights: red, yellow, blue, green


3) Stakes and engineer tape


4) Green tape


5) Flashlights


6) Commo equipment: WD-1, DR-8, TA-312’s


7) NVG’s


8) Concertina wire (minimum of two rolls per vehicle)


9) VS-17 panels


10) Map with graphics


11) M9 paper in appropriate places


b. Specific to A12 and A32:



1) Mine detection kit


c. Specific to A43: 



1) NBC Marking kit



2) M8 Alarm



3) M256 kit



4) IM 174 Radiacmeter


d. Mortar gunner:



1) plotting board



2) marking sticks



3) PLGR

5. Sequence of Events: 


a. Upon arrival at the RP A55 and A43 establish near side security.  A12 and A32 drop their dismounts and tank platoon loaders in the same location with the equipment that they need to execute the mission properly.


b. A12 and A32 clear through the proposed site mounted to establish far side security.


c. Once far side is set, the NBC NCO mounts A43 and executes NBC recon.  If the site is all clear than the quartering party may unmask.  If not the decision has to be made whether or not the site should be moved or remain where it is.


d.  Loaders and dismounts commence clearing the area once the NBC recon is complete.  Each individual team must ensure that they check the area for booby traps, mines and obstacles. If any are located the engineer tape is to be used to mark them until they can be removed.  Once the area is completely clear the loaders and dismounts commence marking the locations for their platoons.


e.  A43 returns to the RP to assume the near side security from A55.  A55 moves to set the TOC location and dismount the mortar gunner so that he can lay in positions for his guns.  


f.  Once positions are marked and platoon representatives are co-located with A43 the XO calls the main body to let them know that the location is set and ready to be occupied.  


g.  The main body rolls through the RP without stopping while each guide picks up their platoon and sets vehicles in their initial positions.  


h.  Platoons call set to the TOC when vehicles are set in their locations.  After this the Troop begins Assembly Area procedures.

5. Order of March is A12, A55, A43, A32

6. Uniform is BDU’s or Nomex, LBE, Kevlar.  Typically the quartering party will execute the mission in MOPP 4.
