1. Control measures:

a. Location of contact and passage points.
e. Recognition signals (Near/Far)

b. SP and RP of passage lane.
f. Time of passage.

2. Friendly information:

a. Who will be at contact/passage points
f. Lead/last vehicle type.

b. CP location of unit assisting passage.
g. Tactical plan of unit assisting passage (overlay)

h. Guide plan.

d..   Location of friendly units, including OPs and patrols
i. Co-location of TOCs.

3. Enemy information:

a. Number/type/strength of units.
d. Recent enemy activity.

b. Location of enemy.
e. Recent/expected use of NBC.

c. Assessment of enemy future courses of action.

4. Terrain:

a. Key terrain.
c. Natural obstacles.

b. Road conditions/trafficability.


5. Fire support:

a. Target list.
c. Support available to assist passage.

b. Covering fire or smoke.
d. Method of calling for/controlling fires.

6. Combat service support:

a. Recovery/maintenance plan.
c. Medical/CASEVAC support.

b. Decon site/assets available.


7. Battle hand over:

a. Time/event triggering battle handover.
c. Actions if enemy attacks prior to BHO.

b. Actions if enemy attacks after BHO, but prior to passage completion.

     During a passage of lines, the TCO will designate a representative such as the XO, ISG, a platoon leader, or section leader.  That representative will meet at a contact point designated by higher, ordering the passage representative to exchange information and to complete coordination.

     Also, the stationary unit commander must designate contact points, passage points, and routes if they are not specified in the higher headquarters order.  As a minimum, he provides guides to meet the passing unit and lead it along the routes through passage points to the RP.

     The stationary unit also maintains normal radio traffic.  A representative of the passing unit headquarters collocates with the stationary unit headquarters.  The passing unit maintains radio listening silence until the passage is completed and the passing unit assumes responsibility for the zone or sector.

     Vehicle commanders must observe the following considerations and procedures during the passage:

1. Once the passage route has been entered, never stop, quickly bypass broken-down vehicles; use alternate passage routes, if necessary.

2. Make sure the vehicle is marked using methods as prescribed in the OPORD.

3. If enemy contact is make during the passage, return fire and keep moving.

The platoon will use the traveling technique during the passage, normally in column formation.  All gun tubes are oriented toward known or suspected enemy positions.
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
